Alliance. This year the theme is 'Choose Respect'. Anti bullying week is a great way to get involved, take a stand 
against bullying and raise awareness in our school. 

We would like to show our support for Anti-Bullying Week on 
Monday 12th November by asking the children to wear odd 
socks. Odd Socks Day helps to show that everyone is different 
but we are all equal and that it is important to make sure that 
we are all able to be ourselves. It’s an opportunity for children 
to express themselves and celebrate individuality. There is no 
pressure on the children to wear the latest fashion or for 
parents to buy expensive costumes. All they have to do to take 
part is wear odd socks to school, it couldn’t be simpler!
